Sophie Barker & Geraint Anderson Host Inaugural Fundraising Event for the Rebuilding of Mutaro School, Kenya.

We are very excited to announce that some incredible artworks will be showcased and auctioned for The Rainbow Collections Charity Event at The Tabernacle, Portobello, April 23rd. The event aims to raise £60,000 to rebuild and provide for the Mutaro Primary School, Kenya for the next 5 years.  As part of the evening some amazing arts works will be auctioned.
Stella Vine’s candy coloured, childlike paintings were first discovered by Charles Saatchi in 2004. Her work is often provocative, notably her paintings of Princess Diana and Kate Moss. In her own words she describes them as 'being part of my own take on the world, almost autobiographical, they are romantic, and innocent, with a little darkness sometimes...' Stella has kindly donated a painting of Sylvia Plath, with the words 'hold me' in childish script. Her paintings range in price from £1,500 - £25,000 often gaining high prices at auction

Paul McGowan. He is currently appointed as the artist in residence at The Eden Project in Cornwall. In 2008 he completed a body of paintings titled “living on the edge” where the markings of endangered species were pieced together to resemble masks. Huge double sided triptychs were hung from the ceiling of the Mediterranean biome. One of the mask series is included in the auction. The titles of the donated works are "Mask Part One" and "Coyote". Both works are from the "Living on the Edge" show in 2008. His most recent works will be exhibited from August 2009 in the Mediterranean biome at The Eden Project.

He has donated two original prints only one of each has been produced especially for the Rainbow collections children Foundation and a signed Eden magazine article and DVD for auction. Prices range from £500 for small drawings to £47,000 for commissioned large triptych paintings.
Jonathan Bishop’s work belongs to an optimistic sort of utopia. It speaks a universal language of emotion, yet is extraordinarily distinctive. Highly expressive and at the same time quietly introspective, Jonathan has donated one of his unique magnets for auction that has raised £4,600 in the past.

Katrina Bovill trained as a figurative artist. She established herself as a portraitist, which is the central focus of her art. She has also worked on a series of still lifes and landscapes, employing the careful observation of texture, shape and light. Katrina has kindly donated one of her oil paintings ’Ord Beach’ from her Isle of Skye series. Her work ranges from £500 -£15,000.

Jane Hodson is a photographer, potter and multi-media artist. For this event, she has created a unique and quirky three-dimensional artwork using found objects and other sensually evocative materials.

Jane is a great supporter of Education and The Rainbow Collections event and we look forward to the surprise of this as yet unveiled work.
Lekha Singh, a photographer, has kindly donated “An African Journey” which is a limited edition size of 60. She shares her intimate knowledge of Africa with us; its people, places and wildlife.  These powerful photographs capture a world unchanged and a people unbowed by time.

Each portfolio contains fine art photographic prints, suitable for display or framing, measuring 23.75” x 19.5” in a leather-bound, custom created handcrafted clamshell box.  Each fine art giclee print is produced with pigmented inks on Hahnemuhle cotton rag paper and is 100% archival.  The clamshell box is handmade with bonded leather and Japanese linen paper, providing a safe and beautiful way to store and display your prints.

Each print is individually signed and numbered by the photographer.
